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Often do not intersect closely with national agencies, align 
with country planning and budgets, or build local 
capacities.

Tend to be more closely aligned with national 
governments and country development process.

Despite large donor investment portfolios, national 
officials have difficulty accessing funds for approved 
national plans.

Reliance on donor investment in climate change can act as 
a deterrent to national investment.
